Information note—Data on the Social, Community, Home Care and
Disability Services Industry Award 2010

This note provides data on the Social, Community, Home Care and Disability Services Industry
Award 2010. There are 4 levels within the Australian and New Zealand Standard Industrial
Classification (ANZSIC) structure: division, subdivision, group and class. The most readily available
data are at the division level (or 1-digit level) and the following data are presented at this level. In
this instance, the relevant division of ANZSIC is Division Q: Health care and social assistance. The
following presents the subdivisions, groups and classes within the Health care and social
assistance sector:

The Social, community, home care and disability services industry is determined based on a
framework developed by Fair Work Commission staff. * Using this framework, the Social,
Community, Home Care and Disability Services Industry Award 2010 is ‘mapped’ to the Other
residential care services and Other social assistance services industry classes. The August 2016
Census data show that there were around 168 000 employees in the Social, community, home
care and disability services industry, which comprises around 13 per cent of total employment in
Health care and social assistance.’

11 Forms and conditions of employment

The ABS defines casual employees as employees without paid leave entitlements.?

Just under three-quarters of workers in Health care and social assistance were employees with
paid leave entitlements in February 2019, compared with 63.2 per cent in all industries (Table 1).

Around 19 per cent of employees in Health care and social assistance were casual employees,
lower than the all industries average (24.2 per cent). Both full-time and part-time employees in
Health care and social assistance were more likely to be employed with paid leave entitlements. In
contrast, part-time employees across all industries were more likely to be casual employees.

1.2 Low-paid employees in the Social, Community, Home Care and
Disability Services Industry Award 2010

A threshold of two-thirds of median full-time wages provides ‘a suitable and operational benchmark
for identifying who is low paid’,* within the meaning of s.134(1)(a).

The most recent data for median earnings is for August 2018 from the ABS Characteristics of
Employment (CoE) survey. Data on median earnings are also available from the Survey of
Employee Earnings and Hours (EEH) for May 2018. These are compared to the minimum weekly
wages in the Social, Community, Home Care and Disability Services Industry Award 2010 as
determined in the Annual Wage Review 2017-18, effective 1 July 2018.

Given the number of classifications in this award, the analysis is divided into four charts: Charts 1a
to 1d look at the classifications for Crisis accommodation employees, Social and community
services employees, Family day care employees, and Home care employees, respectively.

Chart 1a shows that the full-time weekly wage for all classifications in the Social, Community,
Home Care and Disability Services Industry Award 2010 relating to Crisis accommodation
employees was above both the EEH and CoE measures of two-thirds of median full-time earnings.

The full-time weekly wage for most classifications relating to Social and community services
employees and Family day care employees was above both the EEH and CoE measures of
two-thirds of median full-time earnings. For Social and community services employees, Levels 3 to
8 were above the CoE measure, while Levels 4 to 8 were above the EEH measure. For Family day
care employees, Levels 2 to 5 were above the CoE measure, while Levels 3 to 5 were above the
EEH measure (Charts 1b and 1c).

However, the full-time weekly wage for most classifications relating to Home care employees was
below both the EEH and CoE measures of two-thirds of median full-time earnings. Home care
employees Levels 1 to 3 were below the CoE measure, while Home care employees Levels 1 to 4
were below the EEH measure (Chart 1d).
